The configuration of our tuck-under garage 
which is apprx. 8 ft lower than Aryshire has 
been problematic since we moved in 12 yrs 
ago. 3 or 4 times a summer, during heavy 
rainstorm, the water rushing down Ayrshire 

overtops the curb cut, flows down our 
driveway and deposits 1-3 ins. of water in 

the garage. The garage stalls have dry 
sumps which eventually percolate the water 

and since the garage is 4" lower than the 
basement, we've never had water in the 

basement. We anticipate that the impr. of 
Ayrshire will incl. a "real" concrete C&G (not 

the rolled asphalt we presently have) and 
ask that your eng. dept. would pay extra 

attention to this issue. We also ask that any 
solution does not significantly shorten and 

therefore, steepen our driveway.
