Dear Resident: 

 

Crews have finished the installation of the lannon stone wall, backfilling and the 6” bituminous 

maintenance strip between the concrete sidewalk and the lannon stone wall.  The majority of the 

work north of West 47th has been completed. 

 

Along the 4700 block, all concrete work has been finished and should finish the restoration this week.  

Middle of next week the timber fence should be constructed and will carry into next week.   

 

Please be aware that all potential schedules are subject to change due to varying factors, including 

other utility work, subcontractor’s schedules, and most importantly, the weather.  Also, please keep in 

mind that any impacts to landscaping during the sidewalk construction will be restored once the 

sidewalk has been installed.

Please remind your children to stay away from construction sites, construction machinery, and 

stockpiled materials. These sites, machines, and materials can be dangerous. Job site safety is our 

number one concern.
